Oracle programs may include source code that Oracle may provide as part of its 
standard shipment of such programs, which source code shall be governed by the 
terms of this Agreement; Third party technology that may be appropriate or 
necessary for use with some Oracle programs is specified in the Program 
documentation and such third party technology is licensed to Licensee only for 
use with the Program under the terms of the third party license agreement 
specified in the Program documentation or as otherwise notified by you and not 
under the terms of the Agreement.
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
